Approval of Agenda

Approval of the February 8, 2018 Minutes
The February 8, 2018, minutes were previously e-mailed to each member and available at the meeting.  Joe Stevenson motioned to approve the minutes as presented, seconded by Ronnie Jack. Motion approved (3 ayes; 0 nays).

Approval of Financial Report
The financial report was made available at the meeting.  Two invoices were presented for payment:  One invoice from Northwest Missouri Regional Council of Governments for March 2018, $750 for administrative fees and one invoice from Global Land Trust LC – Steve McIntosh for February 2018, $2,730 for professional fees.  One check to Proctor Law Firm for December and January services in the amount of $15,630 and one check to CDM Smith for December and January services in the amount of $145,816.13.  These invoices were approved at the February meeting from the pre-interim funds.  Ending balances as of February 28, 2018; Public Checking $29,051.33 and BTC Money Market account $64,380.38.  Ronnie Jack motioned to approve payment of all bills, seconded by Patricia Fisher Johnson.  Motion approved (3 ayes; 0 nays).

Old Business
Project/Survey Update
Dustin Kaiser with Bartlett and West, reported the surveys are two-thirds complete and will have the other third completed in 7-10 days.  Once completed the survey will be sent to CDM Smith to design.  

New Business
Todd Archer summarized the Geo-Tech report at the meeting.  There are two borings on the proposed tank property.  There was a layer of soft soils about 15 feet down to about 35 feet below grade which will result in settlement without a deep foundation.  Alternative foundations have been researched and a specific type of foundation will result in additional costs, approximately $350,000.  However, this amount will offset since the pipeline will not be installed from Riverside/Mitchell to tank.  The commission needs to be aware of the potential additional costs of the foundation type.  Zac Johnson asked for a motion to acknowledge the potential  $350,000 for the deep foundation with the opportunity to some offset from the location.  Ronnie Jack motioned, seconded by Joe Stevenson.  Motion passed (3 ayes, 0 nays).

Closed Session for Tower Location
Zac Johnson asked to entertain a motion to enter into closed session pursuant to RSMo 610.021 (2) to discuss real estate for tower locations.  Patricia Fisher Johnson motioned to go into closed at 11:11am to discuss tower locations, seconded by Ronnie Jack.  Roll Call vote: Ronnie Jack, City of Cameron, aye; and Patricia Fisher Johnson, City of Maysville, Joe Stevenson, City of Stewartsville, aye. 

A motion to adjourn closed session  and enter regular meeting was made by Patricia Fisher Johnson at 11:28am, seconded by Ronnie Jack.  Roll Call vote:  Ronnie Jack, City of Cameron, aye; and Patricia Fisher Johnson, City of Maysville, Joe Stevenson, aye.

Two motions were taken in Closed Session:
Zac Johnson asked to entertain a motion to authorize Bartlett & West Engineers to move forward with submitting an elevation certification to the City of St. Joseph.  Ronnie Jack moved, seconded by Patricia Fisher Johnson (3 ayes; 0 nays).

Zac Johnson asked to entertain a motion to authorize Global Land Trust to move forward with steps necessary to keep the project proceeding and to assist with any and all consultants.  Joe Stevenson moved, seconded by Ronnie Jack (3 ayes; 0 nays).

Reports from Membership
Cameron is currently under a water advisory and close to going to mandatory measures.  The year 2013 was the last time for restrictions.
